The City code
is included below. Please take a
look at your trees and bushes and
do any necessary trimming to
avoid getting a notice from the

City of Longmont.

City VIOLATION: 13.24.030.B - It
shall be the obligation of the

owner of any property to remove,
trim or otherwise treat trees and
plants which B. Fail to provide
clearance over streets and alleys
of at least fifteen (15) feet and
over sidewalks of at least eight (8)
feet. The City is authorized to
prune any tree or shrub to create
a clearance need listed above
and to assess the cost of such
trimming against the owner of the

encroaching tree or plant.
